


Withdrawals

On rare occasions, Editors are unable to find suitable referees, or are unable to obtain a
report from a referee long after the agreed deadline has passed. Both scenarios can lead to
long delays, which are unacceptable to authors and Editors alike. In such circumstances, as a
last resort, the Editor may offer the author the option to withdraw the paper and submit it
elsewhere, and authors maintain the right to withdraw the current version of their article at
any time during the review process.
